What actually strikes
you most in these “statuesque creatures’ frogs, birds and
mainly the fish, but also in the pseudo armchairs and
everyday household objects is the noteworthy creative
invention that brings them to life in a unwverse totally
removed from a familiar “bourgeots setting”.
